Summary

* 2025 Draft Budget proposes 9.59% levy
increase; Council can choose to accept this
proposal and vote to approve Capital and
Operating Budget as presented, resulting in
an increase in Municipal portion of the
property tax rate of 8.92%; which raises
$4,597,133.31 in total property taxes.

* This would be an annual increase of about
$140.16 per year (or $11.68 per/month) for a
residential home valued at $200,000.

* For 2025 a 1% property tax increase
represents approximately $41,947.
